Core Courses

GK 101 Greek Grammar I
[4 Hours]

This course is an introductory grammar course for the student who has not had 
Koine Greek or needs an extensive review in the elements of  the language.  It is a 
study of  the essentials of  New Testament Greek grammar, vocabulary, and syntax; 
and it involves the memorization of  basic forms, exercises, and reading from se-
lected portions of  the Greek New Testament.
 

GK 102 Greek Grammar II
[4 Hours]

This course is a continuation of  the introductory grammar course, GK 101.  It is 
designed for the student who has not had Koine Greek or needs an extensive re-
view in the elements of  the language.  It is a study of  the essentials of  New Testa-
ment Greek grammar, vocabulary, and syntax; and it involves the memorization of  
basic forms, exercises, and reading from selected portions of  the Greek New Tes-
tament.
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
